*fought in South Carolina

*fought in South Carolina
*fought near Boston, Massachusetts 

*fought near Boston, Massachusetts

*fought in New York

*fought in Virginia 

*after the British lost this battle they retreated to Virginia

*British came to S.C. hoping to found loyalists
*this was the final battle of the war

*British evacuated Boston for New York looking for more loyalists  

*first shots of the war fired here

* known as “the Turning Point of the War” for the Patriots 

*the French navy blockaded the ports and prevented the British ships from entering to help and prevented the British soldiers in Virginia from leaving

*American troops hid behind rocks and trees to fire on the British formations

*referred to as “the shots heard round the world”

*Americans defeated the British and the French were now willing to ally with the Patriots and give the money and aid of their navy

* Untrained militia men fled the battle field tricking the British into thinking they were retreating when the British followed them they were attacked by the regular army

*Patriots fought both British and Loyalist soldiers using hit and run tactics along this blockaded port

*American patriots realized they would need allies to supply ammunition 

*professional Patriot soldiers fought beside militia men in this battle

*after this battle the Second Continental Congress met and named George Washington the Commander-in-Chief of the Continental Army

*the port in this city was under siege by the British for many days
*after being surrounded by the Americans and French forces, the British were defeated and surrendered the war 

*untrained Americans were forced to surrender when they ran out of gun powder
